By signing this application, the promoter of the temporary special event acknowledges and agrees to the following:

1. 
The Town of Seagrove Board of Commissioners may deny an application for a temporary special event if they find or conclude that the interest of the public will not be promoted by issuing a permit to the temporary special event promoter; that the proposed temporary special event is a public nuisance including obscene or loud noises and sounds, obscene merchandise, illegal services or substances, and similar nuisances; and

the proposed temporary special event creates a traffic hazard and interferes with vehicular and pedestrian traffic.
2.
Applications for a Temporary Special Event Permit that are denied may be resubmitted to the Board of Commissioners no later than 90 days after notification of denial by the Town Clerk. 
3.
A record of all vendors participating in the temporary special event shall be maintained by the promoter and such record shall be available for inspection and review by the Town during normal business hours and also during the temporary special event.

4.
The permit fee required from each vendor shall be collected by the promoter from each vendor who intends to be included under the promoter’s temporary special event permit and shall be remitted by the promoter to the Town prior to commencement of the temporary special event. If additional vendors are added to the temporary special event following payment of the permit fees, the promoter shall submit the additional permit fees to the Town within five (5) days of the conclusion of the special event. The promoter shall be personally responsible for any sums collected, or any sum which should have been collected from a vendor. 

5.
Each temporary special event permit issued is effective for no more than five (5) consecutive days. Subsequent temporary special events shall require additional temporary special event permits. 

 6.
A violation of the Town of Seagrove Temporary Special Event Ordinance is committed when a required permit is not lawfully obtained, required permit fees are not paid, any operation is in noncompliance, and/or any information is falsified. Violations are considered a misdemeanor and each day of operation in violation of the Town of Seagrove Temporary Special Event Ordinance is considered a separate violation (misdemeanor) and is punishable by up to 30 days imprisonment, a fine of up to $1000.00/day, or both.

NOTE: It shall be unlawful for any temporary special event to be held within the Town of Seagrove until the   temporary special event promoter has first secured a temporary special event permit from the Town. Applications for a Temporary Special Event Permit Application must be submitted to the Town a minimum of 45 days prior to the temporary special event.
